
INTERMEDIATE SPANISH L112b 
NOTE FOR PROSPECTIVE STUDENTS 
If you are interested in Intermediate Spanish and have not taken L112a or equivalent courses 
elsewhere, it is recommended that you wait till the Fall term 2020 to start the intermediate level 
from the very beginning. 
Span L112b is the second course of a three-part intermediate program. As such, it is hard to make-
up the communicative skills developed during the previous term.
